80% of families with young
children will receive $400 per child,
which is in fact more than one
month's worth of NTUC childcare
fees, after including the universal
childcare subsidy.

CFAC helps those who need to put
their children in a childcare centre
because they have to work, but have
difficulties paying the fees.

PA assists those who are unable to
work due to old age, illness or
disability, have no means of
subsistence and no one to depend
on.

Work Support

Helps households with no
working members find
employment.

Kindergarten Financial Assistance

Special Grant (SG)

Scheme (KiFAS)

KiFAS provides monthly fee
subsidies for those who cannot afford
the fees to place a child in

a kindergarten.

Scheme (SCFA)

SCFA provides fee subsidies for
those who cannot afford the fees to
place a child aged 7 to 14 in before-
or after-school care.

SG is a parallel scheme to PA,
catering to needy permanent
residents of Singapore.

New scheme providing
assistance for those
temporarily unable to work.
