Mr Chua Wei Bin, Centre Head and a Social Worker with The Ang Mo Kio Family Service Centres (AMK FSCs) at Cheng San, joined the organisation in 2004.  He was one of the key social workers behind the successful Ang Mo Kio - Yio Chu Kang Community Carers’ Scheme (COMNET), which caters to the needs of elderly residents living alone in the precincts of Ang Mo Kio Group Representation Constituency (GRC) and Yio Chu Kang Single Member Constituency (SMC).

To-date, this programme has served more than 400 elderly with high risk of social isolation and mobility problems.  Most of them live in rental blocks in the area. 

Since he joined the social service sector for over five years ago, Mr Chua, together with his team of three staff has built a strong network that offers social assistance and emotional support to vulnerable elders.  The scheme has a strong cadre of caregivers, living within the same community, who work with him and the ex-clients of The AMK FSCs in starting various befriending initiatives and programmes.  Though COMNET has only been running for a year, it has 40 active and committed caregivers on the programme, who undergo regular training sessions conducted by Mr Chua on how to carry out home visits and provide escort services for elderly with mobility problems. 

Through his leadership, Mr Chua has been able to tackle problems via creative means.  He has contributed to the transformation of the senior community living in Ang Mo Kio – Yio Chu Kang, and continues to inspire others who are willing to make an impact in the lives of others.

Mr Chua was awarded the Sabbatical Leave Scheme in 2009.  The scheme which was introduced by NCSS and MCYS, would enable Mr Chua to attend a residential programme and clinical practicum in the United States of America as part of his professional and personal advancement. 

With his dedication to improving lives and a hunger for continual learning, Mr Chua possess the essential qualities of a promising social worker.
